Our focus for the event is to bring students and professionals together and provide a fun and professional 
forum for networking and exploration of employment/internship prospects.  Student Night also provides professionals 
who attend with the opportunity to market their companies to students and recruit potential future employees during 
the ‘Career Fair’ portion of the event. 
 
We are actively recruiting students to attend and make presentations on their research and work projects via 
communications with professors at our State Universities and local Community Colleges.  To provide incentive and 
assistance for student participation, we will subsidize the cost of student dinners at the meeting through the purchase of 
dinners and display space by professional meeting attendees.
